Make “Getting Caught” a Good Thing in Your School

An additional way to promote the Four-Way Test in the elementary schools is through the “Get Caught” program. Through this initiative, students are recognized by teachers, their peers and themselves for exhibiting behaviors that reflect the values of the Four-Way Test.

How does “Get Caught” work? 
· Anyone in the school can “Get Caught” at any time for following the Four-Way Test.
· Each classroom needs a Four-Way Test box in order to collect “Got Caught” slips. (Samples enclosed in this packet.)
· Each staff member will have a supply of slips that can be used to write up good deeds.
· “Got Caught” slips are given to students, giving them the opportunity to recognize the positive actions of their peers.

Teachers can encourage students to use “Get Caught” slips to:
· Thank classmates for good deeds.
· Recognize their own efforts.
· Thank students when they contribute for the good of the group.

On the last Thursday of each month, there will be a morning announcement reminding teachers to choose a winner. 

· Be certain the student’s first name, last name and teacher’s name is on the slip. Then, send the student to the guidance office where they will have their photo taken and receive a certificate for two Honeybaked Ham Box Lunches, good at any Baltimore area location.
· If a classroom winner has won before, teachers can randomly select a second winner and have two winners in a month. 

Goal: Students are never out of the running as a winner.

· Four-Way Test winners’ photos and the good deed honored will be posted in the entrance to the school. A duplicate copy will be given to the classroom teacher.
· Finally, teachers should not completely discard their students’ entries at the end of the . At the end of the school year, teachers will send all of the remaining “Got Caught” slips to the school’s program coordinator (paper clipped together with the teacher’s name on the bundle). 
· All of the students who have been caught will receive a certificate for two Honeybaked Ham Box Lunches.
